• No photos allowed to be taken without permission of the 
ministry leaders. 

• Never give the people money or other items without checking 
with the ministry leader prior to the visit. 

• The ministry leaders’ instructions must be followed at all 
times. 

•  You cannot visit the slum outside of our ministry opportunities 
unless you seek and receive approval from Margret Grainger in 
advance. 
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Donations:
